Voted Italy’s “Best Sommelier” in 1998 at age 23, author of numerous Italian wine books, and protege of
Etna’ s oracle and renai ssance man, Salvo Foti, Federico Graziani’ s wines hit the same high marks of the
world’ s greats. Located on the north face of Etna, Fede' s Nerello M ascal ese-dominant Etna Rossos are
harvested from amix of new and ancient plantations (with some pre-phylloxera, own-rooted plants) in

Passopisciaro and Montelaguardia. His field blend white, Mareneve, is grown at afrosty 1200m altitude and
stands alone as a singular expression on Etna.
