2016 COTEAUX DE BOURGUIGNONS, ROUGE

PRODUCER OVERVIEW

Pierre-Maxime and Victor-Emmanuel Chardigny took over their 18th-century family estate in 2015, located
on the geological and appellation border between Beaujolais and Méconnais. They are now joined by their
brother Jean-Baptiste, who spent years as the chef de culture (vineyard manager) for Domaine Leflaive, a
celebrated biodynamic grower in the Cote d’ Or and Méaconnais. Together, they farm 20 hectares of
organically certified vineyards in Saint-Amour and Saint-V éran, with Chardonnay grown in Jurassic
limestone and clay, and Gamay in the acidic, igneous rock of France’'s Massif Central. Chardigny’s
Beaujolais styleis clean and direct, a balance between classic Coéte d’ Or Pinot Noir and softer, semi-
carbonic Gamay typical of modern Beaujolais, along with fresh, gentle, mineral-driven Chardonnay.
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
